PREFACE
From the year 2007 the graduation of criminology graduates is generalized, that is to say; those whose undergraduate profession is: CRIMINOLOGY; which according

to their criteria accredits them as the only criminolog ists; arguing that professionals, who had only completed a Postgraduate, Specialization, Master's or Doctorate in Criminology, were not criminologists; but should be treated with the titles of their undergraduate, whether this Anthropologist, Doctor, Psychologist, Sociologist, Economist, Political Scientist or Lawyer among others; equal treatment recommended for professionals who even without having any postgraduate degree had been dedicated as precursors to build the Criminological Sciences. The experts of The Specific Criminologies have made a classification of criminologists as follows:
· First Generation Criminologists: these are considered the Precursors of Criminology who are basically Anthropologists, Doctors, Psychologists, Sociologists and Lawyers who, without having studied Criminology at a university, created it.

· Second Generation Criminologists: those who have studied a postgraduate degree in Criminology, whether it is a specialization, master's degree or doctorate.
· Third Generation Criminologists: those who have an undergraduate degree in Criminology. 

· Fourth Generation Criminologists: those specialized in a particular subject within the undergraduate program.

In 2013, neocriminologists emerged, i.e., those who tend to specialize, starting from the general to the specific, supporting the Theory of Specific Criminologies.

These discussions, which are already more than three decades old, motivated me to write th is work, which is nothing more than the point of view of a graduate criminologist with more than 40 years of professional practice: in academia, as an actor in criminal policy and in liberal practice.

In Chapter /, entitled BIRTH ANO DEVELOPMENT OF CRIMINOLOGY, we discuss the genesis of Criminology, we exemplify the criminologists coming from different professions, which I have included in my work Criminology for Criminologists [2021]; then we refer to ten Masters of Universal Criminology chosen at random, giving an overview of the eighteenth century to the twenty-first century; which have different professional origins and three of the ten have postgraduate degrees in Criminology. Next we transcribe the publication of the lnternational College of Forensic lnvestigators where the professionals recognized as Precursors of Criminology in Mexico are mentioned, in which I am included with great honor [2019]. Next, I refer to the Advent of Graduate Studies in Criminology, especially in Europe and North America [Mexico, United States of America and Canada]. Then I make a note of the Faculty Schools that emerged at the end of the 20th century and the beginning of the 21st century; we clase this chapter with the emergence of the Faculties of Criminological and Criminal Sciences.

In Chapter II, ACEPTIONS OF CRIMINOLOGY, we affirm that it is possible to  separate Criminology according to the conceptions of Criminology, which are contained in the Traditional or Medica!, Liberal or Sociological, New Criminology and Fourth Criminological Approach.

Chapter III refers to THE BIRTH ANO TEACHING OF CRIMINOLOGY where weinclude sorne passages of our teachers and friends Luis Marcó del Pont and Jorge Restrepo Fontalvo. We emphasize the teaching of Criminology in Latin America, mentioning sorne of the creators of our science.
Chapter IV is devoted to the CURRENT STATUS ANO TRENO OF SPECIFIC CRIMINOLOGIES, it refers to Specific Criminologies, exposing the criticism made in the "School of Contemporary Criminology" by neo -criminologists, who point out the existence of "Todologic Criminologists". Thirty-five types of Criminology are identified and defined, highlighting OUR CONCEPT. Fourteen other types of Criminologies are also mentioned, completing fifty meanings, ratifying that Specific Criminologies can only be studied multifactorially, interdisciplinary and transdisciplinary, and that there cannot be a "Criminologist" for each specialty. 
In this part we emphasize that we participate in UNITARY CRIMINOLOGY that for this conception Criminology is not a mere synthesis, but a gear that forms an intrinsically related whole, above any specific direction, be it Sociological, Psychological, Anthropological, Psychiatric, Legal, etc.
 As Goppinger asserts: "in the same way that the physician does not observe the patient only from chemical, physical or social points of view, but with a superior, "medical'' optic, although he uses the analyses of these sciences in diagnosis and therapy; Criminology must also strive to contemplate its object, whether it is the offender in his social interdependencies, or the whole phenomenon of crime as such, not only from sociological or biological or psychological or dogmatic points of view, etc., but with a "criminological" vision, but with a "criminological" vision, but with a superior "criminological" vision.

In Chapter V we make an APPOINTMENT TO THE INTERNATIONAL SOCIETY OF CRIMINOLOGY; its focus is on Specific Criminologies due to the great variety of tapies addressed, we point out its objectives, its challenges and social policies, its actions and achievements, research and work for the future. We describe the XIX World Congresses of Criminologies, from the I held in Rome, ltaly in 1938 to the XIX held in 2019 in Doha, Qatar. The international courses of Criminology from the I in Paris, France, 1952, to the LXXIII in lstanbul, Turkey in 2011 with ali kinds of to pies. This chapter ends by alluding to the majar currents of Criminology.
We conclude this small work with Chapter VI which contains the EXPLANATION OF CRIMINALITY. We refer to the concept, nature and classification of Criminality from the statistical point of view, by its development, scope, notoriety, definition, opportunity and purpose. I present a chart in an ascending and descending triangle that shows the "photograph and funnel of impunity", respectively, which is a synthesis of the field research conducted for two decades [2000-2020], where in a weighted average shows that in Guatemala of the 100% of the Real Criminality, only 3% becomes Treated.

Finally, to clase my research, I refer to the FUTURE OF SPECIFIC CRIMINOLOGIES as follows: Specific or Specialized Criminologies, will continue for now [2022] in the field of Academic Postgraduate Studies and intimately related to the original profession of the Criminologist and his professional performance. The Criminologist, as I have pointed out, should develop within the Unitary Criminology.

Specific Criminologies, as an Undergraduate, 1 do not see them as an immediate realization, the medium term [2040] would be a time to consider, evidently it does not have a practica! justification, with the existence of Specializations, Masters and Doctorates, perhaps we could begin to offer Degrees in Criminology with emphasis in Criminal Profiling or Neurocriminology for example, the professionalizations are set by the market; because the universities need a point of balance for their educational offer, perhaps four years to make Criminologists and two years for the emphasis, these are ideas that should be studied and if they are viable, propase them; -I expose it based on the Latin American experience- where perhaps sorne trial of these would be enough for one or two cohorts of about twenty students maximum in each one, or as. it has happened in sorne European, Canadian and American universities, they may offer sorne Postgraduate with specialty, if the students pay the cost of teachers and infrastructure giving sorne utility or they do it as a social projection, and the students, it may be one, two; the point of equilibrium would be covered by the sponsors or there could be online offers; that although I write in the pandemic of Covid-19 [2021], any modality that at least, is not semipresencial in a "Specific Criminology", could suffer frorn pedagogical and didactic aspects. Of course, we Criminologists "of the four generations", must walk together to "do Criminology", for social benefit.
A\fter doing this historical research and being the protagonist of it, during the last 42 years [1981-2023], I have come to conceptualize the term Specific Criminologies.
lt is a meaning, which refers to the various specializations of Criminology, derived frorn the original profession, ascription to criminolog ical model, types of study rried out or academic training of the Criminologist.

Finally, 1 will say that I envision the future of "Specific Criminologies", as I have already pointed out, in the medium term [2040], dueto population growth and the social need for Specific Criminologies, in six-year careers, four years of basic training and two years of specialization. The issue of professional associations will be decided with their existence.
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
